Lesson Plan – Introduction to the Color Wheel 
Project Title – Color Wheel Cookies

Time Frame – April 14, 2009 (1 ½ hours)
Students: 36 Introductory Level High School students

Materials:  
· Frosting in 4 colors (white, red, yellow & blue)
· Nilla Wafers (18/student)

· Popsicle Sticks

· Paper Plates or Paper Towels

· Small Paper Cups (4/student)

Student Performance:

Primary Goal/Objective(s): Understand the color wheel and color mixing.
The student/learner will:

Learn to create a color wheel by blending the three primary colors into  secondary and tertiary colors.  Students will also learn to differentiate warm from cool colors and create 5 tints of a single color.
Teaching Strategies:

1. Establish set (focus attention)

2.  State explicit objectives/purpose

3.  Give information (PowerPoint)

4.  Model: Visual and verbal demonstration of project

5.  Check for understanding

6. Guided Practice

7. Independent Practice.

8.  Closure & Clean Up

9.  Self Evaluation

Procedures:

Observe a PowerPoint presentation on the development of the color wheel and how secondary and tertiary colors are produced.  The PowerPoint will describe the difference between warm and cool colors.  

Teacher will prepare 4 bowls of colored frosting, white, red, yellow and blue.  Those colors will be placed in cups for the students before starting.  Students will mix the colors for their cookies on the paper plate.  They will arrange the colors in a clock formation with red at the 12:00 position with neutral in the center.   Remind the students to clean the Popsicle stick when changing colors and not to lick the Popsicle stick as it will make the colors dull.

Assignment #1:

Create a color wheel using frosting and food coloring showing 12 gradations on the color wheel and a neutral color in the center. Eat tertiaries first, then, secondaries.
Assignment #2:

Create a cookie tint strip of one color by adding white to it.  Get at least 4 gradations in color plus white. (5 cookies).
