Student Performance:

Primary Goal/Objective(s):

The student/learner will:

Learn to recognize color harmonies and create a project demonstrating the understanding of analogous color, complementary color and neutral color.
Teaching Strategies:

1.  Establish set (focus attention)

2.  State explicit objectives/purpose

4.  Model: Visual and verbal demonstration of project

5.  Check for understanding

6.  Guided Practice

7.  Independent Practice.

Procedure:

Discuss the emotional content of color and its symbolism.  Explain complements and neutrals.  Discuss mood and color temperature. Introduce harmonics (triads, neutrals, saturation).
Observe a PowerPoint presentation on color harmonies and the different color schemes; complementary, analogous, monochromatic and neutral color.  Notice how colors are mixed using only these limited combinations.
Assignment #1:

Create a simple design of a grapefruit on newsprint.  Trace 3 copies onto watercolor paper.  Create three different color schemes for this project.  1 must use analogous color scheme (warm or cool), one a complementary color scheme, one a neutral color scheme where 80% of the colored area is neutral.  Try to create a mood in each painting by mixing only three colors.
Assignment #2:

In your notebook create a page for Complementary Color, Analogous Color (Cool Color and Warm), Monochromatic Color and Neutral Color.  Find 3 examples of each from your magazines and paste onto each page.
